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Centauri Blend 08, from O. Fournier Chile, has just received “Trophy for Best Blend” at the 7th Wines of Chile Awards. In addition, Centauri Sauvignon Blanc 09 received a Silver Medal as well. More than a 100 wineries presented their wines. Centauri Blend is the winery´s third wine from a quality perspective, after O. Fournier and Alfa Centauri which still have to be released.

The judges were a top selection of Canadian wine journalists: Tony Aspler (Wine Spectator, Wine Business International), Gurvinder Bathia, (Radio CBC), Sid Cross (wine and food educator), Anthony Gismondi (Vancuver Sun), Nick Hamilton (Vins & Vinobles), David Lawrason (Editor Wine Access Magazine), Rod Phillips (Ottawa Citizen), David Scholefield (International wine contest judge), John Szabo (Wine Access Magazine journalist) and Bill Zacharkiw (Montreal Gazette, SAQ Magazine).

On the event and on Centauri Blend 08, Jancis Robinson, in her on-line publication www.jancisrobinson.com wrote: “Another impressive performance by a relative newcomer was by O. Fournier, the company that started out in Argentina, then expanded to Ribera del Duero in Spain and has been in Chile for only two vintages.  Winner of the Red Blend trophy was O Fournier, Centauri Blend 2008 Maule Valley, only the second vintage of this characterful blend of Cabernet, Merlot and Carignan, taking advantage of the ancient vines to be found in Maule, a region that is being increasingly recognised.”

We are terribly excited about this recognition and hope this Trophy confirms once more the excellence of Maule as Chile´s premier wine region.

We also received great news from Wine and Spirits magazine. Urban Maule Blend 08 was included in the “Extreme Value” list and Urban Uco Torrontes from Argentina was selected “Best Buy”. Finally, Decanter magazine selected Alfa Crux Malbec as one of the wines for Christmas.
