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Both Decanter and Wine Enthusiast magazines have recently published articles about Maule Valley in Chile. The potential for exceptional quality wine production in this region is highlighted in both publications. 

Centauri Blend 2007 (a 40% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot and 30% Carignan blend produced from grapes coming from 80-year-old vineyards) received 91 points from Wine Enthusiast and **** Stars from Decanter. This wine had previously received 91 points from Wine Advocate (Robert Parker), 91 from Wine Spectator and 90 from Stephen Tanzer.  In the article, Urban Maule Blend received *** from Decanter.  

We are very excited to see that one of the top, yet unknown, valleys in Chile, is beginning to gain international attention and exposure.
