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We are extremely proud to announce that O. Fournier Ribera del Duero 2004 has just received 95 points from Wine Spectator magazine. Only two other Spanish wines during 2008, and only 20 other Spanish wines  in the history of Wine Spectator, received higher scores. In 2008 the highest score a Spanish wine received was 96 points.

This wine came from grapes coming from a 70-year-old block within our estate in Ribera del Duero. Yields were extremely low (less than one ton per acre) due to the nature of the soil, the age of the vineyard and the lack of artificial irrigation. O. Fournier Ribera del Duero 2004 was aged for 20 months in new French oak.
