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RECEIVED TROPHY FOR THE BEST OLD WORLD RED WINE AND TROPHY FOR BEST DISCOVERY WINE AT THE JAPAN WINE CHALLENGE 2008

Spiga 2004, from Bodegas y Viñedos O. Fournier Ribera del Duero received the TROPHY FOR THE BEST OLD WORLD RED WINE at the Japan Wine Challenge 2008 in Tokyo (Japan). As well as these 14 international wine judges flying in from 10 countries, a selection of the leading Japanese sommeliers, wine educators and wine journalists were selected as judges as well.
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
